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Humility is a place of safety, and it is strength in Me. It is not that storms do 

not come to those who walk humbly before Me, but in humility, there is laser focus, 
and in laser focus, there is strength and there is peace. I am your Strength. I am your 
Peace. I enter in through the gates of humility, and I bring grace and truth and 
victory.  

This next part of the path will be filled with the pleasing fragrance of your 
humility, for there is no going ahead into the mighty things of My Spirit without great 
humility. I have many, many who have humbled themselves under My mighty hand 
that I might exalt them in due season—there is an exaltation coming. There is an 
exaltation coming, and it is by My mighty hand. It is by My great grace, and it is in My 
great strength.  

I am in your midst as Love, and I am in your midst as Wisdom, and great grace 
and truth are being poured out as My Spirit prepares and equips you for each step 
ahead. The work of My Spirit has brought you this far, and as you forge ahead in the 
strength I am delivering, be mindful of the grace and standing you rest in. Be mindful 
of the things I am speaking and the things I have said, for I speak to the humble the 
right words at the right time, and My words are spirit and they are life. 

The prideful will come with their own agendas in hand. They will come to be 
lifted up by their own strength and might. Evident in their plans will be the 
hurriedness of pride. Their plans and their thoughts will not be toward the good of 
others but for their own purposes that they might adorn themselves with the “jewels” 
of self-promotion. The enemy will stir up the prideful to come—to disrupt, to rob, and 
to divide.  

Oh, but I have found many hearts of humility, and in this humility, there is 
peace and there is wisdom. Humility finds rest in our fellowship, in our embrace, and 
finds comfort and answers in Me. Humility looks to Me, leans on Me, and finds great 
grace in time of need. Humility savors the treasures of wisdom that are found in Me. 
Humility is dependent on Me. 

In pride there is tumult and strife, judgment from an offended soul, and much 
self-seeking. The prideful who come will be holding to these things and be lifted up in 
self-promotion, looking to themselves more than to Me. It is not that they don’t love 
Me, but they love areas of their flesh more than they love Me, therefore limiting their 
desire and ability to receive much of what they need. The enemy is able to use these 
prideful ones where they are still serving themselves and not Me.  

There is much safety in humility, for humility opens its doors to the grace and 
truth I bring. Humility looks to Me to receive, and true humility desires mercy over 
judgment and embraces truth even when it is not comfortable or easy. Humility is 
where My waters flow, waters of healing and truth and wisdom and power and 



provision, and these waters abound in My compassion and peace. Many have come to 
these waters to drink, but these waters are about to increase. 

Your life is in Me, and humility is living in this reality. Humility is willingness 
to proceed, to endure, and to continually lean on Me to move beyond struggles, 
weaknesses, and misunderstandings. There is the sweet savor of fellowship in 
humility, and it is the bedrock of great intimacy. It is the humble heart who explores 
the treasures found in Me. Humility is a safe place in Me, for it is fellowship and trust, 
and it is the willingness I need. Humility’s value cannot be calculated by earthly 
means.   

Pride has the purpose of being exalted, and I use the prideful until their 
exaltation becomes more important than their life in Me. Some of those who come will 
be close to this line, and I will be giving them opportunity to choose Me. You have 
allowed My Spirit to bring to the corporate atmosphere more of My love and grace and 
power, and because of this, I will be giving some of those who come an opportunity to 
receive from Me before they turn too far in exalting themselves and begin to lessen 
their hold on Me.  

My wisdom to no longer allow wolves is necessary—this wisdom protects. 
Adhere to the wisdom of protection. This wisdom is also My warning to those who are 
dangerously close to veering onto paths of gross pride and turning themselves over to 
the enemy.  

Humility is a safe place indeed. It is trust. It is a refuge. It is hiding in Me. It is 
growth. It is learning. It is relying on Me. It is surrender. It is repentance. It is 
willingness to obey and cling to Me. Humility is a great treasure to Me, for it is the 
heart that comes to Me to love and to receive. Humility is a safe place in Me. I place 
great value on humility.
