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Square Your Shoulders and Stand

I can hear the heart of God, the salute of Heaven to all who have been standing
and giving their time and energy and their will to intercession and to stand in the gap
and to the obedience to the will of God when you have felt nothing, when you have
seen nothing, when all was pointing contrary to the answer, that it seemed the most
unproductive thing that was happening.

Though the devil brings clouds and clouds and clouds of feelings of
hopelessness, stand on My Word. Stand on what I have said. Stand on your personal
blueprint. Stand on everything that I have said about you and everything that I have
promised you, because I am the One who has told it to you. And if I told it to you, I did
not lie, and I want it to come to pass, and it shall. So stand. Give yourself to Me.

Continue to be obedient, because the ripples of change are about to be
experienced by many. And the fruit is going to abound that will not decrease, it will
only increase and will be much.
