I am bringing a correction to those who will hear and those who will receive of My 

Spirit.

I will give you fun, I will give you joy. I will give you peace. But I am requiring all 

of you, all of you. Do not have the attitude, “He wouldn’t take this away from me,” 

because number one, I am not taking it from you. I am making room for more of Me.
