1. Times of fellowship with Me are the times when I impart understanding, the 

times when you come to know the intimacy of fellowship. 

 

 

2. For what is My desire? says the Lord. Is it not that I might have fellowship with 

you?

As you pour forth your love for Me 

out of your new man, I am able to come and inhabit those places in your life I have 

not yet been given entrance to. I desire all of you just as you desire all of Me, and 

worship opens your heart, allowing Me to enter in with My love, My peace, My 

strength, and My healing. Enter into this place of worship and sweet communion 

with Me, knowing that all are received—all are received.
